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Tribe and Territory Sex Offender Registry System

The Tribe and Territory Sex Offender Registry System (TTSORS) is provided by the U.S. Department of Justice’s
Office of Sex Offender Sentencing, Monitoring, Apprehending, Registering, and Tracking (SMART) to assist
tribes and territories in implementing the Sex Offender Registration and Notification Act (SORNA) registry
system requirements. TTSORS was designed to make sex offender registry system setup and maintenance
process as efficient as possible. Access to this system is restricted: Only tribe and territory agencies
responsible for the management and registration of sex offenders have full access to TTSORS. Read-only
access is available to criminal justice-related agencies.
